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A critic’s tongue is a blade—a double-edged

ax of honor and sacrifice. It can wound a
lesser artist and immortalize a greater one
in a single paragraph.










A review is a guide for the artist—encouragement
or a crucifixion. It tells the audience that
what is offered is of value or worthless
and whether they happen to agree with a man
with the presumption to write with authority
on as individual a commodity as taste.
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A lot of work and millions went into cultural
activities at WMU, and the lone critic knows
his task and begs indulgence as a man who tries
to interpret for others—a single man who only
hopes to exalt an art he loves enough to criticize.
